1. Fostering a Safe and Respectful School Community

3. Primary 2 CCA Selection

All Primary 2 students who visited the CCA Orientation will have the opportunity to select their preferred
CCAs from 6 October to 15 October via Parents Gateway (PG). Students are required to submit their top three
choices by the deadline. They will be informed of the outcome before the end of Term 4. Primary 2 students

will officially begin their CCA sessions in 2026 when they are in Primary 3.

4. Children’s Day Celebration

This year, the school will celebrate Children’s Day on Thursday, 2 October. The theme for this year’s
celebration is “Pop of Colour, Pop of Fun”. A variety of exciting activities have been planned to mark this
special occasion with our students. School hours for all students will be from 7.30 a.m. to 10.30 a.m. Aligned
with the theme and to encourage creativity and personal expression, students are encouraged to wear their
favourite coloured T-shirt/shirt and/or socks.

In cases where the nature of the illness is not listed in the MC, the school would like to appeal to
parents/guardians to update the reason under the “Note to teacher (optional)” section. Although the remarks
are optional, the reasons provided will be helpful to the school in managing safety protocols. Please note that
the same procedure will apply to absences without an MC.
